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RULES FOR SENIOR, ADULT AND YOUTH DANCERS

. Head Staff members and Powwow Committee members are not permitted to compete.

Contestants must have full regalia to compete in a contest and must wear the appropriate regalia
for the division in which they are registered.

All parts to contestants’ regalia must be securely attached. The Head Judge or judges may
disqualify contestants whose regalia or parts become detached in any way. The Arena Directors
will recover, secure, and return a fallen eagle feather in the proper manner.

Each contestant must wear his/her number issued by the registrar for his/her contest category.
Contestants’ number must be visible to the people recording numbers during each of the grand
entries and to the judges during the contests. Please display your number on your left side.
Judges will be selected by the Head Dancing Judge.

When the contest begins, judging will commence simultaneously for all dance categories.

The contest is based on a point system.

All decisions are made by the judges and final approval by the Head Dancing Judge.

Contest finals for all categories will be held the last session of the last day of the Powwow.
